 Competitor Registration
In order to compete in any VSA event, competitors must first register with and pay entry fees to the VSA, by following the link on the VSA website – www.wintersculling.com.au 

(See Registration tips at the end of this document.)

Fees:  
The annual fee to register with the VSA is $20.00.

The cost of entering each race is $5.00.

Weekly Entry Confirmation and Scratching


Having registered and entered for multiple events over several weeks, competitors must confirm or scratch their race entry by email to:  entries@wintersculling.com.au  
before 5.00pm on Monday each week.


We need confirmations or scratchings to ensure that we include everyone who wants to race, but not people who don’t plan to turn up. These emails should have the subject shown as follows: “J. Smith entry 26/7 confirmed” or “J.Smith  entry 26/7 scratch”, so that the email does not need to be opened by the person processing entries. 

If you do not confirm your entry, we may not include you in the race for that week.

Entries will be collated and starting order and times finalised in time for this information to be published on the wintersculling.com.au website by Friday, under the Draws section of the website. The starting order and times will also be displayed at MUBC at 7:30 am Saturday. 


No late entries will be accepted, 
because this causes delay in race starts, inconveniencing all competitors.

(Please don’t ask to be the exception.)
Start Time,  event Distances 
Racing will start at 8:30 am each week and generally be concluded by 10.00 am, depending on the number of heats required. 


The VSA Sprints will be run on the Yarra between Swan Street Bridge and the Judge’s Box. 


Rounds 1 to 6 of the Handicap Series will be over 800m for tub sculls and 2000m for racing sculls, finishing at the Judge’s Box. 

The 6 km Round the Island race will start and finish at the Judge’s Box. 

The Head of the Maribyrnong starts at the Canoe Club downstream from the Raleigh Rd / Maribyrnong Rd Bridge, and finishes approximately 3.2 km downstream at Lynches Bridge. 


The 8 km Albert Park Grand Prix was a new event for 2009. It features a mass start, and a starting grid with pole position awarded to the sculler judged to be fastest by the organizers. The race will comprise two anti clockwise laps of the lake over a distance of 6 km. 

The 8.6 km Sculler’s Head of the Yarra starts at Hawthorn Rowing Club and finishes at the Judge’s Box.

The Head of the Barwon is run over 4km from Queen’s Park. Information will be published on the website.


Bow Numbers
Bow numbers will be used for all events and will be available for collection from 7.30am (normally at MUBC). A minimum deposit of $10.00 will be payable and no change will be given. If you leave a $50.00 deposit, this will be returned to you when you bring the number back.

Six Round Handicap series
The Handicap Series is open to and encourages all ages and abilities. Each entrant will be allocated a handicap based on the Official Handicapper’s expectations of relative ability. Handicaps determine start times so that in theory heat finishes are closely contested. Handicaps will be adjusted from week to week as the Official Handicappers determine.

Handicap Series Points
During the Series of six Handicap Rounds, entrants will race in heats of 8 scullers. 8 points will be awarded to first, 7 to second and so on. The points will be accumulated over the series. Weekly Results and Points Tables will be posted on the www.wintersculling.com.au under the Results menu tab.


Registration Tips:

The registration process is designed so that the VSA captures the information its volunteers need to conduct the series. 

You will be asked:
- for an email address. The VSA will use this address to communicate with you but will not use this address for non VSA purposes. 
- to create your own password. This allows you to update your event registration. Note that when you add events to your registration you will need to pay for these with your credit card.
- to provide your credit card details. The VSA has been assured that Active Network has a secure credit card processing system.
- to nominate your boat class (racing or tub) and Club or School. If your Club or school is not listed , select “other” and the VSA will be in touch with you to add this detail.
- to nominate for events. Note that this is the basis for calculating your entry fees. You will have the opportunity of updating your registration and events during the series but it is simpler to do them all at once, and process one credit card payment.
- to indicate if you need transport from the city to events. The VSA will coordinate transport as far as is possible. This may carry a small fee payable to the driver on the day.
